A FINE FOUNDATION

Experienced foundation piecers advise against
using ordinary copy paper for foundations. Excess
ink often remains on the surface, and it will rub
off on your fabric, your iron, and your hands.
Sewing through the heavy paper quickly dulls the
sewing machine needle, and you'll have a
wrestling match trying to join those stiff rows of
blocks. It’s also a real challenge to remove the
paper without popping your stitches. Fortunately,
quilters have discovered easy-to-use alternatives.
Look for them at your favorite quilt or fabric
store, or contact the manufacturers directly.
